
AFLBS Referral Opportunity  

Terms and Conditions for receiving scholarships and gifts 
 

Eligibility 

1. A referral gift is awarded when a prospective student 

a) Enrolls for the first time at AFLBS as a result of a referral made by a current student, 

alumnus or friend of AFLBS, and  

b) Is still enrolled as a student after the mid –semester point. 

c) Is a new contact, not previously in our database.  

 

2. Referrals must be a) submitted using the official AFLBS Referral form, found at the AFLBS 

website and b) postmarked/submitted before the prospective student applies for the semester in 

which they enroll. Only one prospective student name should be submitted per form. Additional 

forms can be obtained by calling 763- 544-9501, or go to the AFLBS website to make additional 

referrals. 

 

3. Referrals must be received before the prospective student applies to AFLBS. 

 

4. All referrals must include the full name, mailing address, telephone number, graduation year, and 

valid email address for the prospective student and the person making the referral. 

 

5. Employees of AFLBS, AFLC staff, and AFLC Schools Corporation members and their families 

are encouraged to participate in this opportunity, but are not eligible to receive an award.   

 

Awards 

1. Awards for Alumni who refer a student is limited to $100 in value and one per academic year. 

Awards will be sent directly to the qualifying referrer after the prospective student has enrolled and 

remained a student beyond the mid-semester point. A $100 Visa gift card will be rewarded and can 

not be redeemed for cash. Recipients may prefer to direct their $100 gift back to a student 

scholarship. 

 

2. Awards for current AFLBS students who refer a prospective student is $250 dollars per student 

that is referred. Awards are limited to one per semester and a maximum of $1000 for current 

AFLBS students. Scholarship rewards will be applied to the current student account after the 

referred student has enrolled and remained a student beyond the mid-semester point. Scholarship 

awards can not be redeemed for cash. 

 

General 

1. Referral forms for prospective students will be kept for 36 months from the date of referral and 

dropped from consideration if enrollment in a class does not occur in that period. 

2. If multiple referrals are received for the same prospective student, only the first referral received 

will be eligible for the incentive gift. 

3. AFLBS reserves the right to amend or cancel any or all of the Referral Opportunity at any time 

without notice. 

4. AFLBS reserves the right to interpret the rules of the program in any of their applications. 

5. Decisions on program rules and participant eligibility are made solely by the AFLBS Student 

Development Office. All decisions are final and binding.
